MATTERS TOO LATE FOR AGENDA/NON-AGENDA ITEMS

The Brown Act generally prohibits any action or discussion of items not on the posted agenda. However, there are three specific
situations in which a legislative body can act on an item not on the agenda:

1) When a majority decides there is an “emergency situation” (as defined for emergency meetings).

2) When two-thirds of the members present (or all members if less than two-thirds are present) determine there is a need for
immediate action and the need to take action “came to the attention of the local agency subsequent to the agenda being posted.”
This exception requires a degree of urgency. Further, an item cannot be considered under this provision if the legislative body or
the staff knew about the need to take immediate action before the agenda was posted. A “new” need does not arise because staff
forgot to put an item on the agenda or because an applicant missed a deadline.

3) When an item appeared on the agenda of, and was continued from, a meeting held not more than five days earlier.

A legitimate immediate need can be acted upon even though not on the posted agenda by following a two-step process. First, make
two determinations: (a) that there is an immediate need to take action and (b) that the need arose after the posting of the agenda.
The matter is then “placed on the agenda.” Second, discuss and act on the added agenda item.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Carnegie Arts Center continues to expand its reach and fulfill its mission to provide a
venue where the arts can thrive. Exhibitions and programs attract wide-ranging audiences,
including regional artists, college students, art lovers from Sacramento to Fresno, and school
children from Stanislaus, Merced and San Joaquin Counties.

As part of our ongoing outreach efforts in 2016, staff made presentations about the Carnegie to
the Stanislaus County Board of Supervisors, Oakdale Rotary Club, Turlock Community
Collaborative, American Association of University Women, Sons in Retirement-Turlock,
Turlock Historical Society, CSUS Gallery Management classes, CSUS Admissions Office, and
Tuesday Reading Club. The Carnegie was featured on the television show Dine Out Along the
Road, airing on Fresno’s KMPH Fox26 station.

We continue to work as a team adding new staff to maintain momentum; Megan Hennes
expanded her role on our team as the new Membership & Public Programs Coordinator
starting in July. WWe mentored five university interns in 2016, and continue to enjoy dedicated
support from our many community volunteers.

Throughout 2016 we celebrated our Centennial year marking this milestone with a variety of
history- and library-themed projects. Significant events included “pop-up” exhibitions in the
historic Gemperle Gallery, the publication of a commemorative book, a successful new member
drive, several community-wide events, and a presentation by the United States Poet Laureate,
Juan Felipe Herrera. A complete list of the Centennial celebration events is included as an
attachment to this report.

While finances show an anticipated shortfall in unrestricted revenue, income generated by
rental events, season sponsorships and endowment earnings continues to be reliable. Donations
to restricted funds for scholarships, youth arts and school buses topped $10,000. Important
project grants were received from the City of Turiock Community Events & Activities Fund,
The Porges Family/Prime Shine Fund, The Credit Bureau Fund of Stanislaus County, Off Center
Thrift & Gift, Modesto-Stanislaus Poetry Center, Wells Fargo, and the Kiwanis of Greater
Turlock.

The Carnegie continues to represent the very best of Turlock and serves as a model for other
communities.

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EAFHBITIONS

Major undertakings for the year included Childhood Classics: 100 Years of Original Hllustration from
the Art Kandy Collection. This was the first public presentation of this impressive collection of
works by many of the most important illustrators of children’s books. The Carnegie created
labels, wall panels, and a “library” that will accompany the exhibition on its national tour. The
show, which featured original art by artists including Dr. Seuss, Maurice Sendak, Chris Van
Allsburg, Garth Williams, Hilary Knight, David Shannon, and Rosemary Wells, allowed us to
continue to make the Carnegie a great resource for school tours.

A unique opportunity arose in the summer to present The Infinity Boxes created by Modesto
native Matt Elson. These unique works, combining art and science, brought in an enthusiastic
audience for three weeks after they premiered at the Kaleidoscope Party (one of the Centennial-
themed events).

Four special “pop-up” exhibitions were also presented in the historic Gemperle Gallery as a
feature of the Centennial celebration; four regional artists were invited to present their work in
the context of the Carnegie’s history as library, community gathering place, and art gallery.
Exhibitions of works by regional artists in both the Ferrari and Lobby Galleries, and our annual
show of art created by local children, rounded out the schedule.

FIELD TRIPS

The Discover Art Field Trip program continues to be a major success and an integral part of
building arts education in the region. Field trips were provided to classes in grades pre-K
through high school, tailored for specific exhibitions and grade levels. The gallery experience is
coupled with studio art lessons, reinforcing artistic concepts as well as introducing themes in
other disciplines that open opportunities for teachers to continue the discussions in their
classrooms. Lessons included depicting space, constructing landscape, and illustrating stories.
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In addition to gallery-based experiences, we continue to expand our performing arts field trips
working with the LightBox Theatre Company. Two plays based on children’s books were
presented in 2016, and three performances of each were presented specifically for school
audiences in grades 3-8. These brought students from schools in Turlock, Ripon and Escalon.
Each of the students attending one of the shows received a copy of the book {purchased with
funds donated by the Kiwanis of Greater Turlock and Allen Mortuary).

The Carnegie Arts Center Foundation continues to raise funds to secure the long-term
operations of the organization. Two areas of the facility remain open for naming opportunities
and additional contributions continue to be solicited for the Founders and Friends Walls. The
Board’s Treasurer and Finance Committee monitor the invested funds to be certain the goals
of the fund are realized. A mid-year meeting was held with representatives of the Stanislaus
Community Foundation to learn about their program; the Finance Committee concluded that
investment returns from current Endowment management are on par with returns shown by
the SCF and no changes were warranted at this time. in 2016 the Centennial Endowment
Campaign garnered five new donors, and will continue to add donors and plan for a Centennial
recognition wall through 2017.

Total commitments to the Endowment Fund ended the last fiscal year at over $2M,
$108,877 was received into the Endowment Fund during FY 2015-2016.

Currently $1.45M of collected Endowment Fund principal is invested, realizing $26,126.00 in
operating revenue for FY 2015-16.

A shortfall in revenue in FY 2015-16 was anticipated, in part due to the addition of a part-time
staff position and numerous Centennial themed events. Sponsorship increased with the addition
of Centennial sponsor opportunities, and grant funding was received for four of the largest
Centennial events/projects. Income from the Endowment Fund offset approximately 50% of the
budget deficit.
