CALL TO ORDER —Mayor Soiseth called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.

2. PROCLAMATIONS, PRESENTATIONS, RECOGNITIONS, ANNOUNCEMENTS &
APPOINTMENTS:

Mayor Soiseth presented a Proclamation to Turlock Associated Police Officers President
Brandon Bertram in recognition of “Movember” Men’s Health Movement, November
2015, supported by Turlock Police Department. Mr. Bertram spoke regarding past and
present fundraising efforts and thanked Council for their support.

Mayor Soiseth recognized City employees Keith Humphres, Rob Winters, Dave Funk,
Matt Ulrich, Joey Rodriguez, and Councilmember Bill DeHart, and all veterans in
attendance at the meeting in recognition of their service to our country. Mayor Soiseth
presented a Proclamation honoring United States Veterans and Veterans Employed by
the City of Turlock in recognition of Veterans Day, November 11, 2015.

Commander Mike Seward of the Turlock VFW Post 5059, Commander Gunner Wardee
Bruce of the American Legion Post 88, and Commander Andrew Majares of the Turlock
Disabled American Veterans Chapter thanked the Council for the recognition and
acknowledged the Council and Parks, Recreation & Public Facilities staff for the efforts
put forth on behalf of veteran groups in regard to the cannon placement and dedication.
Ken Whitehill of American Legion Post 88 provided information on an upcoming dinner
that will be provided at no charge to veterans.

Mayor Soiseth also stated the City will be participating in the Green Light Event program
at various locations throughout Turlock.

Mayor Soiseth introduced Municipal Services Director Michael Cooke who presented
Water Saving Hero Award certificates to Turlock residents Milt Trieweiler and Zella Linn
in recognition of their water saving efforts.

Mayor Soiseth presented a Proclamation to City Manager Roy Wasden in recognition of
his retirement and service to the City of Turlock. Dana Ferreira, representative for
Congressman Jeff Denham, presented Mr. Wasden with a Congressional Record that
was read on House Floor on November 4, 2015 in recognition of his service. In addition,
League of California Cities Representative Stephen Qualls presented a plaque in
recognition of his retirement, noted Mr. Wasden’s passion for Turlock and cities across
California, and thanked him for his service. City Manager Wasden thanked the Council
for the recognition and reflected on his career and the great City staff and community
members with whom he has enjoyed working.

1. CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY STANISLAUS

2. CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY STANISLAUS
Crime Prevention through Environmental Design Project by CSU Stanislaus Community
Policing - Criminal Justice Class

Ashley Connolly, Shelby Keefer and Sharif Sulieman presented information on their
recent class project related to crime prevention through environmental design which
focused on the Stanislaus County Library and Turlock Senior Citizens Center including
their findings and recommendations for reduction of crime at those locations. Findings
included dark lighting, entrance viewing difficulties, bad lighting, campers, trash, and
structural concerns that provide for sleeping areas, the ability to easily climb walls and
hide. Recommendations included increased lighting, alterations to the current
landscaping, knocking down walls, repainting the restroom, adding an additional
dumpster, and changing hours of operation. Additional discussion included costs for
recommended improvements, potential funding sources, a request for volunteers, and
concerns for the safety of children.

Mayor Soiseth commended the students for their work on this project.
Mayor Soiseth asked for public comment.

Turlock Library Branch Manager Diane Bartlett thanked the students for their efforts and
spoke in favor of creating a friendly environment for all of our citizens.

Turlock Senior Citizens Center President Gail Frost spoke regarding having no
knowledge of a survey being available, concerns over vagrants, drug dealing, safety
concerns, inappropriate behavior and vulgar graffiti.

Police Chief Robert Jackson thanked the students for their efforts and noted that quality
of life issues and violations of the law are taken very seriously.

Joan Olstrand, Friends of the Library representative, spoke in favor of library activities
and noted that children are safe at the library.

Mayor Soiseth requested Police Chief Jackson and Parks, Recreation & Public Facilities
Director Allison Van Guilder contact Ms. Frost for further discussion.

3. STANISLAUS COUNTY AG COMMISSION
Stanislaus County Ag Commissioner Milton O’Hare and California Department of Food
and Agriculture representative David Pegos presented information on the Asian Citrus
Psyllid infestation discovered within the city limits including the threat it poses to citrus
plants, quarantine areas located in California, Huanglongbing disease and means of
transmittal, potential impacts on the citrus crop, treatment notification procedure, and
potential economic impacts. Mr. Pegos praised Mayor Soiseth for his work in
Afghanistan and noted the upcoming Farmer Veteran Coalition Conference at which
Mayor Soiseth will be presenting.
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AD HoC SuB COMMITTEE FOR TREE MAINTENANCE/SIDEWALK REPAIR PROGRAMS
Councilmember DeHart provided an update on the activities of the Ad Hoc Sub
Committee for Tree Maintenance/Sidewalk Repair Program including that a proposal will
be presented at the December 8, 2015 Council meeting.

City Manager Wasden and Mayor Soiseth noted that Administrative Services Director
Kellie Jacobs-Hunter is close to completing the chart to track goals contained in the
Policy Goals and Implementation Plan.

City Clerk Kellie Weaver provided an update on Board, Commission, and Committee
vacancies.

Development Services Director Mike Pitcock provided an update on Capital Projects and
Building Activity including the Council Chamber Upgrade project, North Turlock and
Taylor Road Improvement project, Skate Park project, A Street Alley Paving project,
annual Slurry Seal project, and East Main Street Waterline Replacement project.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

Virginia Benyat spoke regarding an issue related to the need for a stop sign on her
street, her discussion with Councilmember Jacob regarding the issue, praised City staff
for the excellent job they are doing in Turlock, and the importance of encouraging one
another.

Turlock Library Branch Manager Diane Bartlett provided information on upcoming
programs and activities at the Turlock Library including a program focusing on insurance
coverage assistance through Covered California, an International Game Day celebration,
Find the Grinch activities, Family Craft Day, and a story time with a special reading by
Mayor Soiseth. In addition, Ms. Bartlett commended the Friends of the Library who
started a building fund for the library. She also provided information about literacy
support programs such as Early Literacy, Books in Home, Story Time, One Thousand
Books Before Kindergarten, book clubs, the Teen Advisory Board, conversation groups,
financial literacy and computer literacy.

Stanislaus County District 2 Supervisor Vito Chiesa praised City Manager Wasden for his
service to the City. He also spoke regarding a potential transportation tax measure that
would be used to improve local streets and roadways. Mayor Soiseth noted that he sits
on the StanCOG board and that he is happy to meet with constituents if they would like
more information.
