While on scene, the husband returned to the
residence where he was arrested and later booked for domestic battery. Officers were
dispatched to the area near the vacant Dollar General on Geer Road for a report of
what was believed to be methamphetamine. When the first officer arrived, four males
took off running. One threw narcotics and ran from the officer. He was caught and
arrested for resisting and possession. He was booked. The rest of the day was steady
with calls for service.
